Minayin laôarugah shehi shishah al shishah tôfachim shezorôin bôtochah chamishah zeroniné 
ñFrom where do we learn that in a garden that is six by six handbreadths, that one may plant five different types of 
seeds in it?ò (B. Shabbat 84b) 
  
This is a bit of a weird question from the rabbis of the Talmud. A little background: they are asking questions about an 
act that could be perceived as a violation of the law to not sow different types of seeds together: ñYou shall not sow 
your field with two kinds of seedò (Lev. 19:19). For the modern reader, we may or may not be aware of the restriction of 
wearing shaôatnez (cloth made from a mixture of wool and linen), but sowing two types of seeds does not typically get 
the same attention. Of course, the rabbis of the Talmud are hyper aware of every jot and tittle in the Torah, and they 
know of the laws that restrict planting different seeds together. At the same time, they are aware that there is a 
difference between the large fields of agriculture and the small gardens that they might have had on their property. So 
they wonder how they can prove (which they do using biblical texts over the next few paragraphs) that it is permitted for 
them to plant seeds of different types in a garden. 
  
Suffice it to say they determine that a garden is different from a field, and that for something as small as six by six 
handbreadths (about two feet by two feet), it is permitted, if they divided that space into as many as five sections. Each 
section becomes its own mini garden, and voila! - different types of seeds in the same box without violating any Torah 
law. 
  
The whole point of this section of the Talmud is an acknowledgement that there is a disconnect between the strictest 
interpretation of how laws about planting were written in Torah, and the general understanding of how life actually 
works. Generously counting, the Torah was in its final form (~800 BCE) around 1400 years before the Talmud was 
redacted (~600 CE). The rabbis understood that the way the world worked in the time of writing the Torah was very 
different from the times they would have known as modern. They made every effort to make Jewish life applicable to 
the world as they knew it, while still giving great kôvod (honor) to the Torah, the source of everything the rabbis knew. 
  
In the specific example of a garden, they knew that the authors of Torah knew nothing about a little flower or vegetable 
garden. They knew only about the large fields that fed everyone in the agricultural community. They had no idea that in 
rabbinic times it would also be possible to have a small area for planting in or around our personal homes, so the 
rabbis explained how to follow Torah law while still enjoying a garden with a variety of flowers and/or vegetables. In 
general, though, this is the whole point of the Talmud. 
  
The rabbis who put together the Talmud had a great many challenges like this throughout Torah law. They had to deal 
with a society that was no longer trying to conquer their land, who was no longer based on agriculture to make a living, 
and most important, who no longer had a Temple as a central place for worship. They also had the sense to realize 
that with the changing times, they needed to change or their beloved religion would be lost. They walked a delicate 
balance between their desire to jump head first into the world as they knew it, and their pining for ñthe way life used to 
beò as far as its description in Torah. They succeeded because they honored the past and leaned hard into the future. 
  
This is one of the beautiful things about Judaism. We are given permission to change the way we apply the laws of 
Torah to our lives today. Sometimes we do it with the help of an educated, professional Jew; sometimes we do it by 
utilizing the wisdom of the community; and sometimes we do it with thoughtful study and exploration of the law and our 
lives, and make the decisions for ourselves. 
  
This summer, as you enjoy your personal gardens, I hope you get the opportunity to learn a little as well. Whether you 
choose to learn about Judaism or current events, about other cultures or history, whether you learn a new skill or 
simply soak in as much as you can, may our summer learning engender fertile minds that flower with great ideas and 
deep understanding. 
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Thank you to the congregation for having the confidence in me to lead for the next few years. I feel 
my eleven years here have been the best thing to happen to me and my family. I have served on the 
Board of Directors for the last eight years and I am really excited for the next few.

Reflections on the Screen: A Still, Small Voice 
 
As Shabbat begins, I sit in my home, smiling as I log onto Facebook Live. I laugh with delight as I watch my child grow in the light of 
Torah during our new Tot Shabbat tradition. I rejoice in the memories we are building. And yet...I feel a growing sadness as I imagine 
myself standing physically before the ark at CBT. I long for those moments spent in person - praying, reading our Torah, and singing 
together with my incredible CBT High Holy Day choir. Our community is behind a screen! How can I fully sing unto God in this 
strange, digital terrain? How can our prayers be lifted and our relationship with God deepened if we cannot congregate together in our 
physical space? 
 
As with so many generations before me, the teachings of our prophets give me hope in times of uncertainty. This summer, as we 
continue to navigate social distancing requirements, I take comfort in the story of Elijah, found in 1 Kings 19:11-13.  God instructs 
Elijah, who is seeking guidance, to stand upon a mountain. First, God passes by and strong winds shake the mountains, breaking into 
pieces the rocks upon which Elijah stands. Yet, God is not in the wind.  After the wind, an earthquake; yet God is not in the 
earthquake. After the earthquake, a fire; still Elijah stands, knowing that God is not in the fire. Only then, after the fire, Elijah hears it: 
a still small voice.  
 
It is here, in the still and small voice, hardly above a whisper, that Elijah finds God.  
 
What does it mean that God talks to Elijah in a still, small voice? What can this story teach us about prayer in the time of pandemic? 
Rabbi Sacks writes that, ñThe voice that summoned the universe into being is still and small...to hear God you have to listen.ò  
 
In the silence, there is comfort; in the quiet, there is hope and devotion. In my home, I sing praises to God in one small voice.  
 
I remind myself:  My voice is enough. My words are enough. My prayers are enough. 
 
My community is strong and powerful and its voices call out beyond the screen; one still, small voice at a time. This summer is one of 
changing expectations, flexibility and resilience. We will recover from this uncertainty. We will rise up together, voices heard in 
prayer and song again. Until then, I take comfort in knowing that God is not just found in our physical space. God is in the stillness of 
home, the prayers of our hearts. To listen is to pray. Though I long for our voices to once again be heard in harmony, I hear you all.
